1. I am a duly qualified and registered medical practitioner practising as a general practitioner.

2. The abovenamed person in question (“the Subject Person”) is a patient of mine and has been since 1995.

3. His general state of health is good.

4. He was born with Down Syndrome. In addition he has left sided talipes 

(club foot), which periodically requires minor surgery and physiotherapy.

5. He is able to communicate with other people but he lacks the capacity to understand the nature and foresee the consequences of decisions relating to his personal care and welfare. 

6. The nature of Down Syndrome is that it is a disability that will remain, 

although the needs of the person will change over time. So there is no 

likelihood that he might recover competence to understand the nature 

and foresee the consequences of decisions relating to his personal care 

and welfare.

7. If a Solicitor is appointed to represent him and to explain the nature of 

the present application for appointment of welfare guardian, he would not 

understand the nature of that advice, nor understand the purpose of these 

proceedings, nor foresee the consequences of any order made.

8. The Subject Person would not suffer from any serious mental, emotional or physical harm from notification of the existence of these proceedings. However he is not mentally capable of participating in the proceedings.

9. In my opinion the following measures are likely to promote and/or 

protect the welfare and best interests of the Subject Person:

· Appointment of a Welfare Guardian in relation to all aspects of the Subject Person’s personal care and welfare

10. Given that a primary object of the Court is to make the least restrictive intervention possible in the management of his affairs, there is no limitation I would suggest in the nature of the order to be made with regard to the type of person appointed, frequency or nature of contact with Subject Person, property affected, duration of order or anything else.

11. I do not have any further comments which would assist of the Court.
